RULES AND REGULATIONS
1.  QUALIFICATIONS / CATEGORIES
 Any commercial venture may enter an exhibit.  Each 
booth must provide a committee to arrange and place the ex-
hibit and provide for a representative(s) to attend exhibit dur-
ing entire Fair.  The Fair will take every precaution to protect 
exhibits, but will not be responsible for loss and/or damage.
2.  ENTRY FORM(S) / FEES
 Contract for Commercial Booth space is available 
ONLY FROM THE SUPERINTENDENT.  The General Rules 
and Regulations for the Yavapai County Fair are a part of 
this contract.  Fees are $300.00 to $400.00 based on size of 
booth.  Prices and availability dependent on contract date.
3.  ENTRY DATES & PROCEDURES
 Decorating of the booth must begin no earlier than 
12:00 NOON on Wednesday, September 29, 2010 and must 
be in order by 9:00 p.m. the same day or the space will be 
resold and no refund will be given, unless prior arrangements 
have been made with Superintendent.
 The Fair will provide four (4) passes per day per sin-
gle booth rented. No additional passes will be available and 
there will be no refunds made at the office. Applicants must 
assume the responsibility of issuing passes to workers.
4.  DISPLAY RULES
 Exhibitors must work with the adjoining booths. If he/
she creates a disturbance or interferes with the rights of oth-
ers in any manner, he/she will be required to refrain or give up 
his/her booth. No refund will be made and space will be resold 
for the remainder of the Fair at the Superintendent’s discre-
tion.  There will be NO SOLICITING OUTSIDE OF YOUR AS-
SIGNED BOOTH.
 No animals are allowed in the grandstand building 
unless a part of commercial exhibit such as a pet shop. In 
such exhibit, animals must be confined to cage or leashed.  
NO FOOD WILL BE PREPARED IN THE INDOOR COM-
MERCIAL SECTION.
5.  JUDGING & PREMIUMS / VOUCHERS
 Indoor Commercial Exhibits will be judged on attrac-
tiveness, originality, and PROMOTION OF FAIR THEME.  The 
theme for this year is “Baa, Moo, and Cockadoodle-doo!”  
 Judging will take place Thursday, Sept. 30, 2010 at 
1:00 pm. Judges will be selected by the Supt. and the awards 
of the Judges will be accepted by the entrants. In the event of 
a dispute, the decision of the Fair Committee will be final.
 SWEEPSTAKES WINNER WILL RECEIVE A CASH 
PRIZE OF $100.00.  First through fourth places and Honor-
able Mention will receive Ribbons with no cash award.  The 
voucher you receive for your award must be cashed BEFORE 
5:30 PM, SUN. OCT. 3, 2010.  No checks will be mailed.

6.  RELEASE DATES
 If booth is removed prior to 4:30 pm, Sun., Oct. 3, 
2010, without the permission of the Supt., the applicant will 
not be eligible for space in 2011. Any property left over two 
(2) days after the closing date of the Fair becomes the sole 
property of the Yavapai County Fair Association.
